Income is likely to be £1,208 higher than predicted caused by the payment
of an unbudgeted HCC Bio-diversity grant of £1,202. Expenditure will
come in about £2,149 under budget mainly caused by not having to spray
Whiteshute Ridge for ragwort.

Total predicted expenditure for 2010/11 is £24,791against an authorised
budget of £26,940 giving an underspend against budget of £2,149. Council
AGREED that this situation is entirely satisfactory.

On Friday 4" March sub-contractors working for Scottish and Southern
Energy were carrying out their five yearly clearance of scrub and trees
close to the 3 spans of 11Kv cable adjacent to Whiteshute Lane (Minute
969 para j) (iii) page 725 refers). Whilst carrying out this authorised work
they had caused extensive damage over a wide area (substantially greater
than the authorised 3 metres from the power line) including the complete
destruction and removal of 135 yards of the hedge bordering Whiteshute
Lane and the Clarendon Way. This damage not only destroyed a hedge
that was at least four hundred year old but also caused the security of the
Ridge to be breached allowing uncontrolled access by motor vehicles,
travellers, off roaders and scramble bikes from Whiteshute Lane (a BOAT).

The damage was inspected by Serco on Tuesday 8" March who agreed
that the security of the ridge could be restored by the digging of a ditch and
bund in place of the destroyed hedge. This work was authorised by JG at
that time and was completed to our satisfaction within 24 hours.

JG and MM met Mr Nathan Smith of Scottish and Southern Energy at the
site on Wednesday 9" March, pointed out the damage, identified where a
new railed fence would be required and informed him that his workforce
would not be readmitted to the site until the Parish Council had received
satisfactory undertakings that S & SE would pay for the temporary bund,
the new fence and the replanting.

On 14 March Nathan Smith informed MM that S & SE would erect the new
fence as requested. MM will now seek written confirmation that they will
also pay for the digging of the bund by SERCO and its subsequent refilling,
and the provision of materials and the planting of the hedge.

The tree blocking the Harrow Down steps (minute 984 j) (iii) Page 736
refers) had been cut back.

JG had succeeded in repairing the hinge and lid of the vandalised dog bin
on the path up to the ridge without incurring any expense.

Oliver's Battery School has suggested making a pavement on
the north side of Meadow Way from May Tree Close to Badger Farm Road
to improve the safety of children walking to school. JG will review and
comment.
