 (ii) He had accepted Scandor’s quote for annual maintenance of Whiteshute  

   Ridge of £3,725 plus VAT.  Minute 1039 j) (iii) page 788 refers. 
 
 (iii) On 16 December 2011 he had informed James Flood of S & SE that  

   Council intended to accept Scandor’s quote for purchasing and planting a  
   130 metre long mixed hawthorn hedge at a cost of £1,821 and that this  
   sum would represent full and final settlement.
