1121. Minutes of the Last Meeting

The minutes of the meeting held on 10" December 2012 were AGREED and signed by JG as
an accurate record.

1122. Reports and Recommendations from Working Parties

“big dusty area with lots of stones” close to the five-a-side goal. Council

A resident had written an email to WCC expressing concern about the
severe deterioration in the maintenance of shrubs and trees since the
change of contractor eighteen months ago. This complaint endorses the
regular complaints received by Councillors and highlights the dangers
associated with leaves and overgrown footpaths. WCC has responded
admitting there is a problem with their contractor and announcing that they
intend to trim the shrubs and hedges “soon”. Council expressed their
support for the resident and AGREED that:

(@  Councillors should produce a list of all areas of Open Space that are
causing concern. This will be co-ordinated by JG.
